1 The main reason for my resignation from J D. on 17-2-90 was the failure of J.D. Leadership to check
growing criminalisation of politics and privatization of State Power and its canture by massive rigging
and booth capturing.

2. Since then the battle for and against these evils has intensified in Haryana.
Bye-electicn has been faithfully and boldly covered by the entire National Press, at the risk of Physical
